Site Description

The Barrel Spring Point site occupies a high ridge along the divide separating the Colorado River (Roan Creek 

and East Salt Creek) and White River drainages, east of Douglas Pass. A road traverses the ridge along the 

northern part, following the divide. The level ridge top and vegetated slopes have a mosaic of sagebrush 

shrublands and aspen forests. The land drops off to the south in steep barren slopes of Green River shale that 

provide habitat for the Piceance bladderpod.

Boundary Justification

The boundary is drawn to include the area that supports the long-term survival of the Piceance bladderpod 

and the hanging garden sullivantia. It includes the south-facing barren scree slopes and the road cut where 

the Piceance bladderpod is located. Adjacent unoccupied steep slopes are included to allow for shifting of the 

population as new landslides develop and existing sites become more heavily vegetated. The site also 

includes the springs where the hanging garden sullivantia was found.
